- What is one thing giving you life or energy right now?

Since Easter is approaching, we have an open door to
naturally shift the conversation toward spiritual topics.

- What did Easter usually look like in your family
growing up?

* Do you have any specific Easter traditions or
particular beliefs about it?

As the conversation allows, ask some follow-up questions
to spark deeper reflection.

- When life gets stressful or overwhelming, where do
you usually turn for peace?

« Have your beliefs about faith or God changed at all
over the years?

Ask those in your group if you could pray for them. Pray for
needs, and bless their families or work. If you plan on
inviting them to church, first explain what kind of church
you are part of—a house of mercy for anyone, anywhere.

At the conclusion of your Faith Talk, you may
choose to remember Jesus’ death and resurrection
through communion.

The moment doesn‘t have to be complicated. We
are simply creating space to remember Jesus and
reflect on what He has done for us.

If you have a group of mixed company where some
are still exploring faith, you might say:

“Communion is a way that Christ-followers
remember what Jesus did for us on the cross.
If you would like to express your trust in
Jesus, you are welcome to participate. Or if
you are still exploring faith, we invite you to
simply observe and reflect.”

Because of Jesus’ death and resurrection, the
barriers between us and God (sin, fear, pride, etc.)
have been rolled away. Now we have freedom to
live in victory.

As you take the bread, read Luke 22:19...

“This is my body given for you; do this in
remembrance of me.”

Then open the cup and read Luke 22:20...

“This cup is the new covenant in my blood,
which is poured out for you.”

“Jesus, thank you for sacrificing yourself for
me. You took the punishment | deserved and
forgave me. Now, because the stone was
rolled away, | have new life in you. I love you
and praise you, Amen.”
